In the meeting of 26 September The Project of Children and Youth Interest Education Financing was discussed and it was decided to distribute it to all ULRGL activists, including the Board members, in order to get the feed-back. The committee discussed the research done at present on the improvement of self-government finance system as well as decided to participate actively in development of draft amendments to the law on Equalisation of Self-government Finances for the year 2001.

From 26 until 30 September participated in the seminar organised by the Swedish government on environment preservation issues: water quality, waste recycling and problems related to waste collection and storage as well as on air pollution control. One of the aims of the seminar is to introduce Swedish and Baltic joint activities in the field of environment protection. Seminar took place in the Hanover exhibition “Expo – 2000”.

In the cabinet of Ministers

In the extraordinary government meeting of 25 September the budget legislation issues were reviewed and the draft amendments were adopted in the following laws: *“On Self-government Budgets”, which specify norms which define the cases in which self-government can make borrowings and give guarantees as well as to specify those norms which define the amount and the procedure of self-government borrowings; *”On Real Estate Tax”, as State Land Service has to collect information about and to perform evaluation of those real estate objects which have to be taxed by 2002according to their cadastral value, in 2001; *”On Personal Income Tax”, which will adjust the order of submission of the reports and announcements and will specify the submission dates, it will also specify delegating rendered to the Cabinet of Ministers in relation to the defining of the procedure according to which the scholarships paid from the resources of funds and international programmes are exempted of tax. 

The government accepted and sent for the review to the Saeima (the Parliament) the draft law “On State Budget for 2001”.

In the government meeting of 26 September *”Regulations on Establishment of Liepaja region Durbe novads (amalgamated territory)” were adopted.

On 3 October the amendments to the law “On State Budget for 2000” will be viewed.
